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It was not until the mid-nineteenth century that this country again started participating in a process of
international cultural exchange. And one of the first cultural items to be imported and reproduced was
Shakespeare.

It took another century since then before Japan came to export not only cameras and motor-cars but also
cultural products like Kurosawa’s The Throne of Blood and Fan. These films demonstrated to the global

film-viewers some unexpected possibilities of responding to Shakespeare.
